If you choose for your ballot paper to be sent to a different address 
other than the address you are registered at you must give a reason for the alternative address.  The 
postal vote must be completed by you, no one else can vote on your behalf.  If you wish to appoint a

Section 6 
Electors who wish to vote by post for any election are required to provide their date of birth and specimen 
of their signature. Please note that your date of birth and signature must be kept within the borders 
provided.  Failure to do so will mean this application will not be valid. 
 
Your personal identifiers will be stored securely.  Each time you vote by post, your signature and date of 
birth provided on the postal voting statement will be checked against these identifiers, to ensure your 
postal vote remains secure.
